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Land trust earns accreditation

The Gallatin Valley Land Trust has received accredited status from the
Land Trust Accreditation Commission, an independent program of the
Land Trust Alliance.[ 1]

“Accredited land trusts meet national quality standards for protecting
important natural places and working lands forever,” commission Executive
Director Tammara Van Ryn said in a written news statement announcing
the decision. “The accreditation seal lets the public know that the
accredited land trust has undergone an extensive, external review of the
governance and management of its organization and the systems and

Gallatin Valley Land Trust Executive Director Stephen Johnson said the
accredited status demonstrates the organization’s commitment to
permanent land conservation.[ 1]
